The latest reports issued by the Animal Health
Organization OIE indicated the spread of foot-and-
mouth disease FMD in these countries, in a manner
that requires taking precautionary measures to
ensure that risks are not transmitted through the
relevant food.

Accordingly, the following conditions must be
followed in case of importing beef and goat meat /
meat products from relevant countries, and this
includes:

1. Meat must be deboned and eviscerated, or

2. Meat and meat products must be heat treated with
sufficient temperature to kill the virus.

3.This applies to all commercial and non-
commercial shipments from all regions from
relevant countries.

According to the latest reports issued by the Animal
Health Organization OIE on the epidemiological
situation of BSE (the latest Report was No. 19 in May
2020 which preceded by Report No. 26 in May 2019)
the precautionary measures to ensure that risks are not
transmitted through the relevant food.
Accordingly, the following conditions must be
followed in case of importing Cow / Veal meat and
meat products from relevant countries, and this
includes:
1. Meat must be deboned.
Meat must be free from hazard parts related to BSE
which are: brains, eyes, spinal cord, skull and
vertebral column
3. Slaughtered cows do not exceed the age of 30
months (official attestation needed).

4. This applies to all commercial and non-commercial

shipments from all regions from relevant countries.

Accordingly, it is prohibited to import any kind of meat
or eggs and their products from Somalia, and this
includes:

1. Poultry meat and eggs and their products

2. Beef, sheep, cattle and their products

1. This list shows foodstuffs that are prohibited to be imported into the State of
Qatar temporarily or permanently and the reasons for that ban.

2. The ban is taken as a precaution to prevent food-related sources of risk from
reaching the consumer. There are three levels of banning that can be
summarized as follows:

A.

A ban that relates to requirements of Technical Regulations or Standards,
such Halal issues, or legislation to avoid unsafe / prohibited handling of
some foods. Usually, this ban is permanent, as it is linked to specific
legislation and legal references.

A ban based on the latest reports of the Animal Health Organization OIE
on the epidemiological situation of a specific disease in a country. Usually
this is a temporary ban changes depending on the stability / instability of
the epidemiological situation in these countries.

Special cases of ban, which are not permanent and are not changing as
quickly as the temporary ban. Ban done in certain cases such as the lack of
information about the epidemiological situation of a country in a manner in
which the risk may pass through relevant imported food.

3. The following shall be taken into consideration before ban / lift temporary ban:
A.
B.
C.

Serotype/s or strains, their severity and pathogenicity.

Date of the first case or the history of the disease in the country or both.
Number of affected places spread and transmission of the disease from one
region to another, which reflecting the accuracy of the measures.

Number of cases and the number of repeated infections in one place, so
increase of either one of them push toward taking precautionary measures
or bans.

The measures taken by the competent authorities in controlling the disease
The volume of trade exchange with the concerned country.

Contents and date of the latest report on the international organization and
technical guidance on the safety period.

4. In applying the precautionary measures related to the temporary ban, it is
considered that these precautionary measures are in harmony with the SPS
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Agreement in terms of taking the necessary measures for protection only to
the extent required.

5. Scientific information on the disease issued by Animal Health Organization
OIE and necessary measures to avoid risk (such as the requirement for heat
treatment or bone removal), are considered.

6. The list is updated when any updates reported. Its advised for importers to
follow the updates on the list continuously to ensure safety of food before
importation

7. When updating the list by adding a temporary ban to a specific country, this
update applies to consignments that were ordered to be shipped from the date
of the update. It’s necessary to stop any new orders for export from the date
of the ban because it is related to the safety and suitability of the food.
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Countries whose epidemiological situation needs to follow
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The members of the Animal Health Organization OIE are obligated to report new
cases of animal diseases, in addition to the updates of these disease cases and the
measures that are taken to treat or control them. OIE, issues regular reports on
these cases on its official website.

The team of Ports’ Health and Food Control Section reviews the reports issued by
the international organization daily, follows up and recommend. The team also
monitors any emerging information on food hazards and recommends that food
items be added to the list if required.

It is important to know that some countries may report cases of a specific disease
in livestock or birds, but these cases did not require the decision to be taken by
ban (refer to point 3 of the important information above). However, the follow-
up of the reports about these countries done until the confirmation of treatment
and control of the disease or the imposition of a ban if required.

We mentioned here the most important countries that reported cases of specific
diseases in a manner that does not require the ban but requires importers as
partners in the food control process to follow up cases in those countries and
